M Do not reach for an appliance that has fallen into water. Unplug it immediately.
W Unplug this appliance before cleaning.
Hl Detach the appliance from the power supply cord before cleaning.

W Except when charging, always unplug this appliance from the electrical outlet
immediately after using.

B Shavers, including the trimmer, are for use on facial hair only. They should not
be used for shaving the hair on your head or any other part of your body.

Charging

Before using, read the important safety instructions in front of the manual.
1. Plug power adaptor into charging stand. (Diagram A)

2. Place shaver into charging stand. (Diagram B)

3. Charge shaver to a full charge before its first use.

4. Use shaver until recharge is required.

A 5 minute quick charge will allow for 3 minutes of shaving.

CAUTION!
W Make sure the shaver and your hands are dry when charging the shaver.
H Always charge the shaver in a cool, dry place.

1. Press power button to turn on. (Diagram D)

2. Shave face and neck using short, circular strokes. (Diagram E)
3. Shaver can be used on a dry face or with shave cream or gel.
4. Shaver can be used in the shower.

NOTE: To achieve a stubble look instead of a clean shave, affix
the Stubble attachment/Head guard over the cutter assembly
and shave as usual.




Shaving Tips With Gel or Foam (In Shower or Over the Sink)

We recommend that you use the shaver in the shower for optimal performance.

NOTE: In order to ensure optimal performance, thoroughly rinse the shaver
head under water during and after shaving.

1. Apply water to face and neck area.

. Apply shave gel or foam to applicable shaving area.
. Rinse shaver head under water.

. Shave face and neck using short, circular strokes.

. Throughout the shave, regularly rinse shaver head under water to avoid residue
build up.

6. When finished shaving, rinse face.
. Thoroughly rinse shaver head of all gel or foam.
8. Follow Cleaning and Care instructions.

Shaving Tips (Dry)

M Ensure your skin is free of oils.

M Wait at least 15 minutes after getting up before shaving, to ensure your face is
free of puffiness that may be present from sleeping.

Hl Always hold the shaver at a right angle to the skin so that the screens are
touching the skin with equal pressure.

M Stretch skin with the free hand so hairs stand upright, making it easier for them
to enter the cutting chamber.

Bl Use moderate to slow, circular stroking movement.

W The use of short, circular motions in stubborn areas may obtain a closer shave,
especially along the neck and chin line.

H Do not press hard against the skin to avoid skin irritation and/or damage to the
shaver head.
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We recommend that you use your new shaver daily for up to four weeks to
allow time for your hair and skin to become accustomed to the
new shaving system.

Cleaning and Care

The shaver is a wet/dry appliance. The shaver may be
cleaned under warm water.

NOTE: When cleaning your shaver, make sure the shaver is turned off
and disconnected from the power cord.
CAUTION!

H To clean the external surfaces of the shaver, use a damp cloth. Do not use strong
detergents or other chemicals.

W To dry, wipe the surface of the shaver with a dry towel. Do not use a hair dryer
or heater to dry the shaver.

Note: Lubricate cutters after rinsing.

Cleaning Your Shaver
Note: We recommend following these steps after each use.

1. Pull off Stubble attachment/Head guard, if using, and rinse
attachment.

2. Remove the foil assembly by pressing the release buttons on
both sides of the head and lifting the foil assembly upwards to
remove from the hair pocket. (Diagram F)

3. Tap out excess hair shavings.

4. Rinse the head of the assembly under running water.
(Diagram G)

5. Replace the head assembly by placing the assembly on top of
the hair pocket, press down and click into place. (Diagram H)

6. Reattach the Stubble attachment/Head guard to protect the
shaving head until next use.

Note: Lubricate teeth of trimmer with oil every six months.

Product Disposal

When your rechargeable shaver reaches the end of its useful life, the LiFeP0,
batteries must be removed from the shaver and be recycled or disposed of prop-
erly in accordance with your state and local requirements. If this is not required
by law, you may elect to dispose of the shaver with the batteries.

CAUTION! Do not put in fire or mutilate your batteries when disposing as they
may burst and release toxic materials. Do not short circuit as it may cause burns.
Dispose of properly in accordance with your local and state requirements.

To Remove the Rechargeable Battery:

1. Unplug the shaver

2. Run shaver until the motor stops

3. Using a small screwdriver, carefully pry off the front panel of the handle housing.
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. Using a Phillips screwdriver remove the screws from the front of the inner
housing and remove the cover.

5. Lift the circuit board out of the inner housing to expose the battery.

6. Cut the wire connecting the batteries to the circuit board and remove the
batteries.

7. The battery is to be disposed of safely.

How to Order Shaver Accessories

Please refer to the shaver comparison and features chart near the front of
this manual that lists the correct replacement part number for your shaver.

It is very important to replace your head and cutters when necessary to ensure
a close, comfortable shave without irritation. We recommend they be replaced
every 6 months. Here are some signs of head and cutter wear, indicating that
replacement is needed:

M Irritation: As the heads get excessively worn you may experience some skin
irritation. This would be especially noticeable when you apply moisturizing lotion.

H Pulling: When the cutters wear you may feel a sense of pulling and a loss of
closeness when you shave. This is an indication that it is time to replace your
heads and cutters.
