Hl The plug on this appliance has one blade wider than the other, it is a polarized
plug. As a safety feature, this plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way.
If the plug does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit
contact a qualified electrician. Do not attempt to defeat this safety feature.

W Always store this appliance and cord in a moisture-free area. Do not store it in
temperatures exceeding 140°F (60°C).

M This appliance is for household use only.
Hl Do not plug or unplug this appliance when your hands are wet.

I Never block the air openings of the appliance or place it on a soft surface,
such as a bed or couch, where the air openings may be blocked. Keep the air
openings free of lint, hair and the like.

Il Do not direct hot air toward the eyes or other heat sensitive areas.

H Attachments may be hot during use. Allow them to cool before handling.
W While using the appliance, keep your hair away from the air inlets.

H Do not operate with a voltage converter.

M Do not use this product to dry a wig (or brush) made of something that may
burn easily.

M Do not use this product to dry a wig (or brush) that has been cleaned in
something that may burn if it may still have some of the cleaner on or in it.

If your air dryer falls in water while it’s plugged
in, the electric shock can kill you— even if the switch is “off.”

A regular fuse or circuit breaker won’t protect you under these circumstances.
A GFCI offers you greater protection.

*GFCl is a sensitive device that reacts immediately to a small electric current
leak by stopping the electricity flow.

Safety Instructions

ALCI Safety Device

This airstyler is provided with an appliance leakage circuit interrupter (ALCI)
safety device built into the plug. This device is designed to make the unit inoper-
able under some abnormal conditions, such as accidental immersion in water.
The ALCI safety device is equipped with a test button so that its operation can be
checked. This unit should be tested before each use to confirm that the safety
device is operational.

To test:

After plugging in your airstyler:

1. Press the reset button on the ALCI device.

2. Press the test button. The reset button will pop out. This verifies that the safety
device is operating properly.

3. Press the reset button to reactivate your ALCI safety device.

4. Your airstyler is now ready for use.

Note: This unit may automatically trip when unplugged. If so, the unit must be
reset after it is plugged in. If the dryer doesn’t reset after following the above
testing procedure, call 800-736-4648.

1. Should the ALCI safety device trip (i.e., reset button pops out) during use, press
the reset button. Should the airstyler fail to reset, call 800-736-4648. Never
operate this appliance if it has been dropped in water.

2. The airstyler is designed to work on ordinary household current only, 125 volts
A.C., 60 Hz. It is not intended for commercial use.

3. This appliance is equipped with an automatic thermal limiter, which will cycle off
when overheated and come back on when cooled down. If the unit cycles off,
unplug the cord for several minutes before restarting.

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I Before plugging into a power outlet, make sure the attachment is locked firmly
into place.

M For a stronger style, after shampooing, towel dry hair and apply volumizing
mousse or spray as required. Distribute it evenly through the hair with a wide
toothed comb, ensuring all of the hair is coated from the roots to the ends.

H To remove the attachment, wait for the appliance to cool, then rotate the
attachment into the unlocked position and pull off.

Instructions for Use

1. Wash and condition your hair as normal. Towel
dry hair and detangle. Apply heat protectant or
your favorite products as desired.

2. When putting the barrel onto the handle, align
the mark on the handle @ with the unlock
symbol s then turn barrel to align the mark
with the locked symbol .

3. Section hair for easier, manageable styling.

4. Decide which setting you are going to use.
Il High heat and high speed
| Low heat and low speed
C Cool shot, for setting the style
0 Off

5. Clip and twist a section of hair around the
barrel, away from your face. Hair should be flat
against the barrel for faster drying. Turn the
switch to your choice of |, or Il. Continue to curl
the section until it is dry.

6. Alternate curl direction, away from or towards
your face, for a more textured look. Repeat
with all sections of hair until all hair is dried
and styled.

STYLING TIP Use the cool shot feature (setting C)
to set the style for long lasting results.

7. Finish with a light mist of hairspray for all day
hold.

Maintenance

Cleaning

Make sure the unit is unplugged and cool. Use a damp cloth to clean the outside
of the power handle. Remove any lint from the air intake screen. No other main-
tenance of the unit is required. This appliance has no user serviceable parts.

Storage

Unplug the unit whenever it is not in use. Allow it to cool, then store it out of
reach of children in a safe, dry location. Never wrap the cord around the appli-
ance, since this will cause the cord to wear prematurely and break, thus voiding
warranty. Handle the cord carefully and avoid jerking, twisting, or straining it,
especially at plug connections.
